For all who take the sword will perish by
the sword.” Matthew 26:52 ESV

I1. Four Keys to

1. Always Keep on Jesus

Six Types of Slander: Cannibalism, Lust & Immorality, Breaking Up Homes, Atheism,
Political Disloyalty and Incendiarism.
