What does it mean to be..
Steadfast— , not subject to change or variation; especially in behavior.
“if indeed you continue in the faith, stable and steadfast, not shifting from the hope of the
gospel that you heard, which has been proclaimed in all creation under heaven, and of
which I, Paul, became a minister.” Colossians 1:23 ESV

Immovable— not able or intended to be

(Acts 27:41)

Abounding— to be or plentiful; exist in large quantities.
“So with yourselves, since you are eager for manifestations of the Spirit, strive to excel in
building up the church.” 1 Corinthians 14:12 ESV
